THEME
The theme for this half term is ‘Talking of Tudors.’ During this topic, the children will be looking closely at the reign of Henry V111 and how life was similar and different during Tudor times. The children will be learning about Tudor schooling, food and clothing using a cross-curricular approach incorporating elements of History, Literacy, Art and DT. Children will have the opportunity to make their own Tudor house using a variety of different materials.
LITERACY 
Stories with historical settings
· Reading a variety of texts that have historical settings and looking at the language used to describe them.
· Looking at a range of fictional texts based in Tudor times which links to our theme.
· Understanding the key features of stories with historical settings.
· Writing our own story with a historical setting to display in the classroom.
Playscripts
· Reading a variety of playscripts and understanding the key features.
· Looking at how formal and informal language is used in this genre of writing.
· Writing our own Tudor playscript to be acted out and performed.
MATHEMATICS
Counting, Partitioning and Calculating
· Begin to understand and use decimals.
· Add or subtract mentally pairs of two digit numbers
· Multiply and divide numbers by 10 and 100 up to 1000.
· Extend knowledge of rounding and estimation.

Securing number facts and understanding shape
· Identify doubles and corresponding halves of any 2 digit number.
· Draw and classify a range of polygons.
· Visualise 3D objects from 2D drawings
· Make nets of common shapes. 
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SCIENCE
This term we will be learning about temperature and how to measure it. We will:
· Begin to understand that some materials are better thermal insulators than others.
· Describe changes that occur when materials are heated or cooled.
· Know that temperature is a measure of how hot or cold something is.
· Use appropriate scientific language and terms.
· Make a fair test or comparison by changing one factor and observing or measuring the effect while keeping other factors 
· the same.
